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Recognition by New Zealand of Marriages in Japan

New Zealand recognises marriages in Japan where at least one party is a New
Zealander, providing the parties are married in accordance with Japanese law. The
relevant text from the Marriage Act 1955 is reproduced below.
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MARRIAGE ACT 1955
PART 7- MARRIAGES OUT OF NEW ZEALAND
40 Marriages abroad of Commonwealth citizens and citizens of Ireland

(1) All marriages (whether solemnised before or after the commencement
of this Act) at least one party to which is a citizen of a Commonwealth
country or of the Republic of Ireland solemnised in a country other
than the country of which the party is a citizen in accordance with a
form authorised in that case by the law of the country of which the
party is a citizen shall be as valid in New Zealand as if solemnised in
New Zealand in accordance with this Act.

(2) Nothing in this section shall affect the validity of any marriage
solemnised out of New Zealand in accordance with the law of the
country where the marriage was solemnised.
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
